6.1 Abnormal power-on status problems

6.1.1 Unable to turn on the power (the power indicator light is not on)

(1) Ensure that both ends of the power cord are plugged into the power socket and the power jack of the camera;
(2) Ensure that the power on button has been long pressed for ≥4 seconds to turn on the camera. If the power indicator light still 
does not light up and the camera still cannot be turned on, please contact our customer service.
